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ABSTRACT

This is the layout specification and template definition for the papers submitted to Loquens. Spanish Journal of Speech Sciences / Revista Española de Ciencias del Habla.

The paper must include two abstracts. The first must be written in the same language as the paper.

This abstract may contain more than one paragraph and should be between 150 and 200 words.

Keywords: There is space for up to five keywords to be selected by the author (maximum  two lines).

1. INTRODUCTION
The following rules apply to all submitted papers:

· the name(s) of the author(s) should be omitted (for anonymous review)
· the text should not exceed 60,000 characters (spaces included)
· the files should be editable Word or LaTex documents

2. PAGE LAYOUT AND STYLE
The page layout should comply with the following requirements. The easiest way to do this is to use the supplied template and check the details against this example file. If for some reason you cannot use the template, please follow these rules as carefully as possible.

2.1. Basic layout features

· The paper size must be set to A4.
· Two columns are used except for the title and possibly for large figures that require  full page width. 

· The top and bottom margins must be set to 2.5 cm.

· The left and right margins must be set to 2 cm.

· Column width is 8 cm. 

· Spacing between columns is 1 cm. 

· Headers and footers should be left empty (they will be added by the editors). 

· First line indentation is 0.5 cm when immediately preceded by another paragraph (but not after figures, tables, bullet points, or headings, regardless the  level).
· The text must be single-spaced.
· No additional space between paragraphs must be included. Headings, regardless of the level, must be preceded by a 9-point space and followed by a 6-point space. Keywords (immediately after the abstract) must be preceded by a 6-point space and followed by a 0-point space.
2.1.1. Headings

Section headings are centred in boldface with capitalized letters. Sub-headings may be used if appropriate. Sub-headings start at the left margin in the column with the first letter capitalized and the rest of the heading in lower case. Sub-sub-headings have a similar format to sub-headings, except that they are in italics and not boldface. As an example, this paragraph is under a sub-sub-heading. No more than these 3 levels of headings should be used.

2.2. Text font

Times New Roman font is used for the main text. Recommended font size is 12 points. SIL fonts (Charis or Doulos) are accepted when needed for phonetic symbols.
2.3. Figures

All figures should be centred in the column (or page, if the figure spans both columns).

Captions must be written using 10-point sized fonts. There should be a margin of 6 points above and below the caption, as well as below the figure. The caption text must be above the figure. Left and right indentation of the caption should be 0.5 cm. Only the word Figure and the corresponding number must be written in boldface. Any reference to figures within the text should capitalize the first letter of the word Figure (e.g. see Figure 1 for details).
Please write captions that are self-explanatory. The reader should be able to fully understand the content of the figure without having to read the main text.
Figures should preferably be line drawings. If they are greyscale or colour figures, they should be tested to make sure they print well on a high-quality non-colour laser printer.

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2.4. Tables

An example of a table is shown as Table 1. Somewhat different styles are allowed depending on the type and purpose of the table. Colour should not be used, but greyscale is allowed.
The captions of tables should follow the same indications as those of figures.

2.5. Equations

Equations should be placed on separate lines and numbered on the left. A 6-point margin should be left both above and below the equation. An example of an equation is given below:

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2.6. Abbreviations

Fundamental frequency should be abbreviated as f0 (i.e. small case, italic f, and subscripted zero). The same goes for formants (f1, f2, etc.).

2.7. Page numbering

Page numbers will be added electronically to the document later. Please do not add page numbers and please do not add any footers or headers!
2.8. Hyperlinks

Links to URLs or email addresses should be formatted as normal text, not as hyperlinks and not blue or underlined etc. Usually hyperlinks to web pages are listed in the references section. If required, line breaks can be placed within URLs after slashes or dashes, but double-check that no hyphens are inserted.
2.9. Footnotes and endnotes

Footnotes can be inserted to add marginal comments to the main text. Please do not use footnotes to provide the full reference of cited works

3. ANONYMITY

An anonymous review process will be used for Loquens submissions. This is made much easier if authors make their first submissions as anonymous as possible so that they can be passed to referees without too much vetting and alteration from the editors. For the first submission the name(s) of the author(s) and their affiliation(s) should not be mentioned. In addition, please refrain from using acknow​ledge​ments at this stage. Please also try to make your own previous research as anonymous as possible. As an example: do not write "In our previous study we showed …" but "As shown in …". Refer to your own published work, and to that of the other authors, in the third person (for example: his work, her work, their work). Reference as "anonymous" only work that you or the other authors have submitted for publication, but which has not yet been published, and place it at the end of the list of references.

Please make sure that no author details appear in the document properties of your submitted file (go to File > Properties and edit as necessary).
For submission of the revised paper author details are of course needed. Acknow​ledge​ments and references to one's own work are possible as usual. Please ensure that your paper will not exceed the 60,000 character limit when such material is added.
4. REFERENCES
References should conform to APA style, with a hanging indentation of 0.5 cm. List only sources that are actually referenced within the text.
The heading to the References section should be numbered correlatively, similar to the rest of the section titles.
� Footnotes must be written using 10-point font. Endnotes are not allowed in any case.
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
